Nast's initial drawing of this symbol of the Republican Party occurred in a cartoon titled "The Third Panic," and 
it depicts the elephant as bounding into a pit across broken boards with the words inflation, reform, and 
repudiation written on them. Nast's drawing represents his view of the party's decline, especially in light of a 
financial panic at the time. According to Nast, the Republicans were falling victim to scare tactics of the 
Democrats and abandoning their party's platform. To his amusement, the Republican Party adopted the 
elephant for it represented both dignity and strength. These qualities were considered admirable. In some of 
of Abraham Lincoln's scribbles was found sketch of an elephant. The original symbol of the Republican Party 
was the Eagle.
